The punishment for those found guilty of the ragging shall be any one or 
combination of the following: 

1. Suspension from attending classes and academic privileges. 
2. Withholding/ withdrawing scholarship/ fellowship and other benefits. 
3. Debarring from appearing in any test/ examination or other evaluation 

process. 
4. Withholding results. 
5. Debarring from representing the College in any University, Regional or 

International Meet, Tournament, Youth Festival, etc. 
6. Cancellation of admission and suspension/ expulsion from the College. 
7. Fine, depending upon the nature and gravity of the offence. 
8. Collective Punishment: When the persons committing or abetting the crime of 

ragging are not identified, the Institution shall resort to collective punishment. 
Further, such cases will be reported to the police and dealt as per Himachal 
Pradesh Educational Institutions (Prohibition of Ragging) Bill 2009 according 
to which ragging has been made a cognizable and non-bailable offence. Any 
student convicted of an offence will be punished with the imprisonment up to 
three years or a fine upto Rs. 50000 or both.

Important Information 
1. The students of National Institute of Open School (NIOS) who have passed all five 

subjects by securing requisite marks will be admitted. 
2. Upper age limit for admission to B.A./B. Sc./B. Com. in 1st semester is 23 years as 

on 1st July, 2026. For girl candidates, it is 25 years as on 1st July, 2026. Age 
relaxation of three years is allowed in case of SC/ST candidates.

8.1. Payment of College Dues 
1. At the time of Admission, a student must deposit the dues online well in time as 
and when notified.

8.2. Registration and Migration 
1. Fresh entrants should apply for University Registration through H. P. University 
web-portal with all document required by the University for this purpose. The 
detailed information regarding this will be available on college notice board later 
on. 
2. Inter College migration is permissible only through H.P. University Registration 
and Migration portal. A student seeking inter-college migration to this college will 
pay admission fee afresh. He/she will also have to pay the monthly fee w.e.f. the 
month he/she joins the college even if he/she has paid these in the college last 
attended.

3. Leave for more than six days will be sanctioned by the Principal.  
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4. The student will be marked absent during the leave period and the same will not 
be considered for calculating the lectures attended by the student for determining 
eligibility to appear in the University examinations. However, neither name will be 
struck off from the college roll nor any absence fine will be imposed to the student. 
8.5. Lecture Attendance 
1. Students are expected to be regular in attending their classes. Lecture attendance 
condition is compulsory and the counting of attendance will start from the day 
regular teaching begins. Awards/Marks of attendance are also given in Continuous 
Comprehensive Assessment (CCA).  
2. In order to be eligible to appear in University Examination, a student must have 
75% attendance in each of the concerned courses in theory as well as in practical 
separately. 
3. Students who are officially deputed to participate in sports and extra-curricular 
activities will be treated on duty for the purpose of attendance, provided the prior 
permission has been sought from the Principal in this matter. 
8.6. Mid Term Examination 
1. There will be Mid Term tests as per the schedule notified later on by the College administration. 2. It is mandatory for all students to appear in the Mid Term examinations.  3. The weightage of the marks obtained in Mid Term examinations is counted for CCA. 4. Admit card for the University semester/annual examinations will be generated only for those students whose CCA is uploaded on H.P. University examination portal. 8.7. CCA and Pass Percentage for Annual Examinations: 
1. Only those students will be passed in a particular paper who obtains minimum pass percentage in both CCA as well as final semester/annual Examinations. 2. Student must obtain at least 35% in both CCA and final semester/annual 
Examinations and overall average of both must be at least 40%. 
3. 2nd and 3rd year student will be passed in a class only if he passed all the papers of 
that class. He will be get compartment if he passed in 6 papers out of 8 papers. 
4. For new semester system a student must pass in at least 50% of the papers of 1st 
and 2nd semester (in total) in order to promote in 3rd semester. 
8.8. Identity-cum-Library Card 
Identity card is an important document as it shows the Identity of a bonafide student 
of the college. Identity-cum-library card should be collected from the college 
Library as per schedule prescribed by the Librarian. Every student must carry this 
card while in college. In case of loss of original identity card, duplicate identity card 
will be issued after producing the FIR in this context.  For duplicate identity card, Rs. 
20/- will be charged. No student is permitted to replace his/her photograph pasted 
on the identity card for any reason whatsoever.

9. ANTI-RAGGING INSTRUCTIONS 
9.1. Definition of Ragging 
Ragging means any act, conduct practice by dominant power of senior students, 
former students or outsiders brought to bear on the students freshly enrolled or 
students who are in any way considered juniors by other students and includes 
individual or collective acts or practice which: 

1. involves physical or psychological assault or threat or use of force or wrongful 
confinement or restraint or 

2. violates status, dignity and honor of such students or  
3. exposes students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem or  
4. entails verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene 

behaviors. 
9.2. Prohibition of Ragging 

1. No person shall practice ragging in any form within or outside the premises of 
college.  

2. Any person who violates or contravenes the provision of Anti-Ragging Act 
shall, on conviction be punished with imprisonment for a term which may 
extend up to three years or with a fine which may extend to fifty thousand 
rupees or with both. 

3. Teasing girl students in any manner is an offense and is punishable under the 
law. Hence, students are advised to refrain from such activities, otherwise 
they would face strict legal actions. 

9.3. Expulsion from college 
As per the directions of Hon'ble Supreme Court of India, ragging is a punishable 
offense. Any student convicted of an offence of ragging shall be expelled from the 
college and FIR to be registered against him/her and shall not be admitted in any 
other college/educational institution for a period of three years from the date of 
order of such expulsion. In case of ragging, the student may contact the officers of 
Anti Ragging Committee immediately.

ह ैया उ᭨लंघन करता ह,ै दोषी पाए जाने पर उसे तीन साल तक कᳱ कैद या 
पचास हजार ᱧपये तक का जुमाᭅना या दोनᲂ से दंिडत ᳰकया जा सकता ह।ै

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10. CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES & OTHER FACILITIES 
The college encourages students to participate in co-curricular activities for the all-
round development of their personality. Following activities/facilities are being 
organized/ provided to the college students: 
10.1. Library: There are approx. 8000 books in the library. In addition to various 
encyclopedias, reference books and general books, the library has a regular 
subscription of six major newspapers, five magazine and six journals. All the 
students can easily access the library facility during specified hours. The college is 
in the process of automation of its library by using SOUL 3.0 software purchased 
from INFLIBINET. The students are advised to visit the library and check the notice 
board for rules and latest notifications. The college library is equipped with 
computer and tablets for the use of students to study e–books and educational 
content. 
10.2.National Service Scheme (NSS): NSS is a dynamic activity for inculcating the 
sense of social service and responsibility among students. The college has two units 
of NSS with 200 seats, and enrolment is open to all on voluntary basis. To get a NSS 
certificate the volunteer needs to devote a minimum of 240 hours of service. 
Participation in seven days camp is also essential for this purpose. 
10.3.National Cadet Corps.Naval Wing (NCC): NCC provides exposure to the 
cadets in a wide range of activities, with a distinct emphasis on social services, 
discipline and adventure training. With the motto of ‘Unity and discipline’, it brings 
together the youth hailing from different parts of the country. Enrolment in NCC is 
open to all students of first year in any stream through physical or written 
examination conducted by UNIT No. 1 HP NU NCC BILASPUR. It is compulsory to 
attend 40 parades plus two camps in order to appear for “B” and “C” certificate 
examinations as per the direction of NCC directorate. Job opportunities as special 
seats for “C” certificate holders in army, air force and navy are available. 
10.4.Rovers and Rangers: Rovers and Rangers are male and female students aged 
between 17 to 26. They participate in many social activities. Admission will be based 
on the ability and commitment. There are about 30 seats in each wing.  
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10.5.Red-Ribbon Club: The purpose of this club is to create awareness about 
HIV/AIDS through service, education and philanthropic events. Students are 
exhorted to join the club to enhance concerted battle against this incurable disease. 
10.6.Parents Teachers Association (PTA): Parents, being one of the important 
stakeholders in education, have an important advisory role in the functioning of 
college. Every parent whose ward is studying in the college and teachers of the 
college are the members of this Association. The Executive Body consists of 
President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and a few members. They are 
elected by virtue of elections that are held annually. Regular meetings of PTA are 
held to discuss various issues related to the development and welfare of the college.  
10.7. Career Counselling/ Guidance Cell: Students seeking admission to 1st 
semester of Bachelor’s Degree Course will be routed through career counseling and 
guidance cell. They are guided to choose subjects of their choice, keeping in view 
their potential and talent in different fields. Seminars are organized throughout the 
academic session for all students from all the three streams. These seminars are 
conducted by the either faculty members or by some external 
agencies/organizations and they will impart knowledge to students about 
opportunities in various subjects and streams. In order to enhance the 
communication skills and soft skills of the students various activities are organized to 
cater the present technical and social needs. We also organized an 
entrepreneurship awareness camp for students. 
10.8.College Magazine: To nourish the creativity among the students, the college 
magazine “NIRJHARINI” is published every year. It has section of English, Hindi, 
Sanskrit, Pahadi, Planning, Science and IT. The students are encouraged to submit 
their original articles in any of the above mentioned fields. 
10.9. College Students Central Association (CSCA): The students are elected to 
CSCA as per the rules and regulation of HP University Shimla. Beside maintaining 
discipline the college, the CSCA play an important role in involving students in 
various co-curricular activities.

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12. COURSES OF STUDY AT UG LEVEL 
12.1 For new Students of B.A. / B.Sc./ B.Com. 1st Sem. 
In accordance with the NEP 2020, the UGC has formulated a new student-centric 
"Curriculum and Credit Framework for Undergraduate Programmes (UGC-CCFUGP 
2022)" incorporating a flexible choice-based credit system, multidisciplinary 
approach, and multiple entry and exit options, which will facilitate students to 
pursue their career path by choosing the subject/field of their interest. Based on the 
UGC-CCFUGP notified in December 2022, Himachal Pradesh University, Shimla 
(HPU) has developed a Curriculum and Credit Framework for Undergraduate 
Programmes (HPU-CCFUGP, hereafter HPU-UGP), incorporating all essential aspects 
of the UGCCCFUGP to facilitate the achievement of the policy visions stated in the 
NEP 2020. 
The curricular and credit framework of CCFUGP under NEP 2020 seeks to ensure the 
following for the students:  
i. Flexibility to move from one discipline of study to;  
ii. Opportunity for learners to choose the courses of their interest in all disciplines;  
iii. Facilitating multiple entry and exit options with a UG certificate/UG diploma/or 
degree, depending upon the number of credits secured;  
iv. Flexibility for learners to move from one institution to another to enable them to 
have multi- and/or interdisciplinary learning;  
v. Flexibility to switch to alternative modes of learning (offline, ODL, Online 
learning, and hybrid modes of learning). 
Students of B.A./B.Sc./ B.Com will study following categories of subjects to complete 
their UG degree: 

1. DSC: Discipline Specific Core Course 2. DSE: Discipline Specific Elective Course 3. MC: Minor Course 4. SEC: Skill Enhancement Course 5. MDC:Multi disciplinary Courses 6. AEC: Ability Enhancement Course 7. VAC: Value Addition Course 8. I/A/P/C: Internship/Apprenticeship/Minor Project/Community Course 
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12.2. Important Points regarding choice of Programme  
1. In the first semester, students will be offered three different subjects within the 
same stream: A, B, and C.  
2. At the end of the second semester, each student may choose one of two 
programmes: the Multi-Disciplinary/Interdisciplinary or Single Core Discipline 
(Major) programme. Such choices, including DSCs made at the end of the second 
semester, shall remain in effect until the VI semester.  
3. The DSCs of another discipline for the first two semesters of students who opt for 
Major programmes will be treated as Minors.  
4. A DSC offered in one discipline will be treated as a Minor by another. Students 
can choose Minor Courses from two different subjects, but must earn a minimum of 
12 credits in each.  
5. MDCs must be selected from a broad discipline/pool of MDCs other than Major 
and Minor disciplines/subjects.  
6. AEC/VAC/SEC-3 should be chosen from a pool of courses. Every discipline shall 
provide these courses, some of which will be offered discipline-specific, while the 
rest can be open to students of all other disciplines. However, the two SECs (SEC-1 & 
SEC-2) must be chosen from the discipline-specific (Core and Minor).  
7. I/A/P/C will be determined at the end of the first semester to enable students to 
carry out some I/A/P/C activities during winter vacation.  
8. To pursue an Honours & Honours with research in the 4th year, students will have 
to successfully complete 3-year UG Degree and choose only one discipline in both 
semesters, in which s/he have studied 6 DSCs and 5 DSEs in the first three years.  
9. A student who secures 75% or more marks in aggregate till semester 6 (up to a 3-
year degree) shall be eligible for a 4-year degree Honours with Research, provided 
HPU has approved the college to offer it.  
 
*As this scheme is being introduced for the first time, it is subject to 
modifications. Any changes applied in subsequent years after admission to the 
1st Year will be retrospectively applicable.
